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 Curtiss Brock: a solo exhibit

Flame Run showcases the work of an old friend and mentor

      LOUISVILLE, Ky. (August 11, 2010) –  Flame Run Glass Studio and Gallery will feature a solo exhibit of the work of Curtiss Brock from Oct. 1 through Nov. 20.  An opening night reception begins at 5 p.m. on Gallery Hop night with a demonstration at 7 p.m.
       Brock is a professor of glass at the Appalachian Center for Craft in Smithfield, Tenn., a satellite campus of Tennessee Technological University. Flame Run’s owner, Brook White Jr., studied with Brock in the 1990s. White, who called Brock a mentor, said Brock has developed several new techniques for blowing and casting glass while nurturing young glass artists like James Mongrain, of Mukilteo, Wash., and Matt Cummings of Louisville. The work of both artists has been shown at Flame Run. 

    “Not all excellent glass artists are also excellent teachers,” White said. “Curtiss has established himself as a teacher with a style that’s pretty dynamic.” 

     Brock has a BA from Goddard College and an MFA in sculpture from the University of Illinois, Champaign. His work is featured in over 25 museum collections worldwide. He teaches regularly at the Pilchuck Glass School and Penland School for Crafts and has lectured widely in the US and Japan. He has been the recipient of two NEA grants, a southern Arts Fellowship Grant and a Tennessee Arts Commission Individual Artist Fellowship.
