Nine artists will represent Kentucky at one of the 
foremost contemporary art and design events in the world
LOUISVILLE, Ky. (Oct. 26, 2010) –– Flame Run will represent Kentucky next month at SOFA Chicago 2010, one of the world's most important contemporary art and design events.  SOFA (the International Expositions of Sculpture, Objects and Functional Art) is Nov. 5 through 7. Flame Run is the only gallery in Kentucky that will be represented. 

 “It means Flame Run is on a caliber with what I consider to be the best glass galleries in the country,” said Flame Run Owner Brook Forrest White Jr., who noted that galleries from Australia, Montreal, Paris and Denmark will be represented.  “This is the who’s who of the glass world of contemporary craft and sculpture. The event has a very big following.”

Three Flame Run artists, White, Susie Slabaugh and Devyn Baron, will do demonstrations Nov. 5 and 6 in the Corning mobile glass blowing studio, a full-size tractor-trailer that has been turned into a glass blowing facility. Flame Run was invited to apply to SOFA after the Glass Art Society held its annual conference in Louisville last June. An entry fee was required.

Flame Run’s exhibit will include work by Curtiss Brock, Matthew Cummings, Bryan Holden, Alexandra Marchant, Jeanne Joseph Nelson, and David Walters as well as Slabaugh, Baron and White.
SOFA CHICAGO 2010 will feature 80 art galleries and dealers from 10 countries in Festival Hall at Chicago's Navy Pier. Tickets are $15 for single day general admission (which admits one to SOFA and the Intuit Show of Folk and Outsider Art) and $25 for a three-day pass. For more information, visit www.sofaexpo.com.
